NallÕs spiritual and artistic journey

Menton, France- Monte-Carlo, Principality of Monaco- Assisi, Italy - Pietrasanta, Italy - Mobile, Alabama, USA

The summer of 2006 in Italy, France, Monaco and Alabama, USA will be dominated by a cultural project that is unprecedented in terms of its
artistic, historic and spiritual content : NALL, the American-born artist, has taken the task of expressing, through silkscreen images and monumental
bronze sculptures, the powerful and fascinating universal theme of ÒViolata PaxÓ (this title chosen by Father Vicenzo Coli-Custodian of the Franciscan
Order - is in Latin and in english it means ÒWounded PeaceÓ, or ÒWounds of HumanityÓ). These installations will occur in five places : Assisi, the
legendary birthplace of medieval art, Pietrasanta, the symbol par excellence of sculpture and contemporary art, Menton, France, Monaco, Principality
of Monaco and Mobile, Alabama, United States.

Assisi will officially inaugurate the five-part event on June 11, 2006, accommodating inside the open galleries of the external colonnade of the
Lower Basilica of Saint Francis 52 Icons by Nall. Two  monumental bronze sculptures will also be installed in the center of the ÒPorticoÓ. On Saturday
June 17, 2006, Pietrasanta, the Tuscan town famous throughout the world for its incredible marble workshops and bronze foundries, will consecrate
the project with a liturgical exhibition of images mounted in the Church of SantÕAgostino, while monumental bronze sculptures that will be installed
in the piazza del Duomo.

The Museum Carnoles of Menton, France will host a retrospective of NallÕs work, including the Nall-Violata Pax ÒWounds of HumanityÓ.

This grandiose project will also be shown at the opening of the Festival of Sacred Music to be held on May 30, 2006 in the splendid Cathedral in
Monaco (Principality of Monaco), NallÕs country of adoption.

The theme addressed by Nall is a highly topical one : ManÕs wounded dignity (intellectual, physical, moral), becomes the unwitting leading role
of a real and tangible Stations of the Cross of Humanity that is experienced everywhere today, regardless of geography or race. The five location
exhibition-event has been honoured the Patronage of His Serene Highness Prince Albert II of Monaco, Father Vincenzo Coli, Custodian of the
Patriarchal Basilica of the Sacred Convent of Saint Francis in Assisi, Father Philippe Blanc, Canon of the Cathedral of Monaco, the Puccini Festival
Foundation of  Torre del Lago (Lucca), the City of Pietrasanta with its Cultural Council, and the Mobile Musem of Art.

The project was formed around an idea by the architect-curator Alberto Bartalini, who, taking his inspiration from Saint FrancisÕ vocation as a
ÓwayfarerÓ, has created an installation-exhibition that is ÒdividedÓ between five cities in which the visitor, like Saint Francis, become a pilgrim who
is far from compliant with the WorldÕs evils.

Art collectors from the all over the world have been familiar with NallÕs works for some time as a result of his significant and intense 35 year
artistic career. Although his work has been collected in both European and American museums and foundations, recognition by the international public
at large came in 2005, when the prestigious Puccini Opera Festival in Torre del Lago commissioned  him to create  the sets and costumes for PucciniÕs
opera ÒLa Fanciulla del West.Ó Like all great artists who have already undertaken this hazardous task (such as Igor Mitoraj, Folon, Kan Yasuda, Pietro
Cascella, etc.) Nall, too, created his own personal vision of the fusion between the various art forms on the famous lakeside stage. Also in the
summer of 2005, the La Versiliana Festival Foundation in Marina di Pietrasanta hosted a retrospective of his works against the historic backdrop of
the Villa La Versiliana frequented by Gabriele DÕAnnunzio. 

The Barbara Paci Art Gallery in Pietrasanta gave a one-man show and became the artistÕs organisational and commercial support for these two
shows. In recognition of this historic accomplishment, the Gallery had no hesitation including Nall on the international ÒshortlistÓ of artists it
represents - F. Botero, Igor Mitoraj, M. Sironi, S. Chia, M. Paladino, etc.       

The exhibitions mounted in Assisi, Pietrasanta, Menton, Monaco and Mobile will continue throughout the summer until  September 2006.

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Beaux Arts Museum - Palais Carnoles - Menton - France
May 12- August 21 2006

The Museum Carnoles in Menton, France , an 18th Century Grimaldi Palace, is dedicating all 7 rooms of the ground floor to NallÕs works, a
retrospective. The exhibit will include the 52 Icons ÒViolata PaxÓ,  ÒWounds of HumanityÓ, some of NallÕs ÒAlice and WonderlandÓ works, and most
of his line engravings. The corridors of the ground floor will be hung with more than 200 one man show posters, vitrines filled with Limoges
porcelain, created by the artist through R. Haviland & C. Parlon, his sterling flatware produced in Agra, India, and Murano blown glass, to create yet
another sort of installation.  The Curator of this event Hugues de la Touche has written a hard cover book Nall  Alchimy to inaugurate the exhibit.

Cathedral of Monaco - Principality of Monaco
May 30 - July 30 2006

On May 30,  2006 in the Cathedral of Monaco, the Nice Philharmonic Orchestra will officially open the Festival of Sacred Music, a cultural
rendez-vous enjoyed by the community as a whole. On this occasion, the public will be given a preview of NallÕs Icons ÒViolata PaxÓ, ÓWounds of
HumanityÓ, which will be exhibited also in full in Assisi, Pietrasanta, Menton and Mobile, Alabama.

This is to be a ÒliturgicalÓ presentation in spaces traditionally devoted to religious worship (chapels, side aisles, etc.), of some of the artistÕs works
drawn from the wounds of Humanity, destined thereafter to be shown in full in Assisi, Pietrasanta, Menton and Mobile. These icons are works
printed on forex silkscreens, then reworked by Nall using mixed techniques (oils, tempera, collage, etc.) so as to make each work unique. The
contemporary and topical themes are Vanities, War, Terrorism, Racism, Earth Warming, Media Control, etc., but, above all, Peace. This is the most
powerful message thanks to its symbolic representation as a white dove missing a foot, wounded, crippled. This dove will in fact be the logo of the
entire five-station event, the thread that will lead the visitor to Umbria, via Tuscany , Monaco, France and the United States. Vittorio Scarbi, author
and past Secretary of States for Culture in Italy, has written a book ÒNall Violata PaxÓ, published by the Puccini Foundation.

Basilica of Assisi - Assisi, Umbria, Italy
June 11 - September 3, 2006

On June 11, 2006, with the auspicious blessing of Father Vincenzo Coli, and, of course the Franciscan Order as a whole, in the historic
thirteenth-century architectural setting of the Sacred Convent in Assisi, the 52 Icon works ÒWounds of HumanityÓ by Nall and the two monumental
bronze sculptures will be shown to the public and press :  a monumental ÒFrame,Ó NallÕs trade mark motif, 4 meters high and 4 meters wide and a
large 3 metre high ÒWounded Peace DoveÓ will be placed in the two small squares facing the Upper and Lower Basilica. Inside the large Frame, the
visitor will be able to sit and rest from the long journey and admire the fa•ade of the Basilica Inferiore with  the uninterrupted flow of pilgrims.  

During this summer, Nall will have the opportunity, granted to only a few contemporary artists, to hang his works alongside some of the oldest
examples of Western Art (one need only recall the marvelous frescoes of Giotto and Cimabue preserved inside the Basilica!) and to be a guest in one
of the most cherished sacred sites in the world. Fundamental to this occasion was the choice of the emblematic figure of Saint Francis, a momentous
figure whose intellectual journey led him to go against the ideas of his time, which were those of privilege, violence, the unbridled aspiration to wealth
that characterized the rising middle class, and to choose the path leading back to a pure and simple existence; a return to morality and compassion for
the poorest of the poor. NallÕs work, through its extremely intense interpretations, is the perfect language for a project that is didactic and aimed at a
wide and multi cultured audience. The choice of Assisi, World City of Peace, as a venue, and the position where the 52 Icons (each over 2 meters high)
will be exhibited, namely in the Logge dei Pellegrini [PilgrimsÕ Gallery] in the Lower Basilica, immediately show the artistÕs wish to tell a ÒStory of
peaceÓ to the continuous stream of travelers who will undertake a journey into art and spirit. The 52 icons are similar to real and genuine altar-pieces
(the shape will be rectangular and crowned with a lunette). 

The dramatic installation will reveal the wonderful interconnection between " linguistic and moral clarity " in NallÕs art, and the gentle message
of genuine Simplicity and Love of Saint Francis .
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Mobile Museum of Art - Mobile, Alabama - United States
August 3 - September 24, 2006

This summer the Mobile Museum of Art, Mobile,  Alabama will be showing NallÕs  ÒViolata PaxÓ,  ÒWounds of HumanityÓ. Tommy McPherson,
the Museums new director, and its newly elected Chairman of the Board Tammy Smith have welcomed the 52 Icons to be included with his Alabama
Art exhibit. Troy University where Nall was artist-in-resident for two semesters, sponsored the Alabama Art show which traveled to museums and cul-
tural centers in Alabama, Tennessee, and Florida. This Alabama Art collection ended its tour in New York City in April and May 2005 in the RSA
owned building 55 Water Street. This seed collection of 15 artists portraits  is being acquired by the Mobile Museum of Art through collectors and
friends of the artist. On exhibit as well will be a work by each Alabama artist, offered as a gift to the Mobile Museum by Nall. This will create an
Alabama artistic heritage  which young Alabama artists may aspire to. The book Alabama Art, designed and created by Nall earned him and Black
Belt Press, the publisher, the Mary Ellen Lopreski Award for the best art book published in the southeastern USA for the year 2000.  The  exhibition
Alabama Art also awarded him the Alabama Image Award created for the occasion by the University of Alabama, for improving internationally the
stained image of the state of Alabama.

15 Portraits of Alabama artists  (Nall, William Christenberry, Chip Cooper, Betty Sue Mathews,  Bruce Larsen, Frank Fleming, Yvonne Wells,
Mose T., Jimmy Lee Sudduth, Charlie Lucas, Clifton Pearson, Bill Nance, Kathryn Tucker Windham, Steve Skidmore,  and Flemming Tyler Wilson)
will be exhibited and 5 writers with Alabama connections ( Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., Booker T. Washington, Truman Capote, Helen Keller, and
Harper LeeÕs To Kill A Mockingbird will be loaned to this Museum show by Alabama State Community College, which commissioned Nall to crea-
te the writersÕ portraits in 2001.

Pietrasanta - Tuscany, Italy
June 17 - September 9, 2006

In Pietrasanta, now known as ÒLittle AthensÓ loved by great artists, sculptors, contemporary art collectors, the exhibition will focus clearly on
NallÕs work and his imposing technical and symbolic style.

An exhibition unique in its kind will take place in the Church of SantÕAgostino, for years an established venue for prestigious events, and also in
the celebrated Piazza del Duomo. 

On June 17, 2006, there will be a ÒliturgicalÓ presentation of NallÕs art in the Church of SantÕ Agostino. No attempt shall be made to conceal or
disguise anything of SantÕAgostinoÕs existing internal structure, which has always simply " contained " art exhibitions: its seven altars, its two-level
flooring, its second-order blind windows and everything that points to the true religious vocation of such an edifice will be highlighted with NallÕs
ÒbaroqueÓ energy. 

Nall has conceived six pictorial altar works, with subjects that are more liberal than the ÒViolata PaxÓ in Assisi: in Pietrasanta there will be an
explosion of life and joy. There we will see NallÕs multi-coloured, fleshy flowers, the coiling spirals of bones, leaves and fruit that intertwine with
objects, manifestly charged with mysterious significance. In the centre, in front of the main altar, will stand a large cross almost 6 meters high,
created from numerous medium: highly coloured mosaic tiles, shards of glass and mirror, wood, paint, and ordinary objects that are rendered sublime
and almost sacred because elevated by art. Each altar will include candles, objects, fragments and fabric, which Nall will create. Such has always been
NallÕs life and his art: free, intense and covered in objects charged with memories and symbols. 

In the center of the floor, completing the more traditional liturgical furnishings, will be a gigantic tapestry (sliced into four 3.5 m by 3.5m
smaller tapestries), which will lead the visitor to the main altar.

The spiritual message conceived in Assisi will take intellectual shape here.

The fa•ade of the Church of SantÕAgostino is divided architecturally into three blind arches (one of which frames the entrance) surmounted by a
series of small blind arches. NallÕs silkscreen panels will be placed in these areas representing some of the ÒViolata PaxÓ from Assisi, a visible
reminder of the whole project.

In the Piazza del Duomo, the visitor to Pietrasanta will see in perspective through NallÕs monumental bronze Frame the Church of SantaÕAgostino.
The bronze Frame will be flanked, as in Assisi, by the 3-metre high, large, bronze ÒWounded Peace DoveÓ, and the installation completed by blocks
of white Carrara marble set in the middle of the Piazza del Duomo and dotted with dozens of small bronze ÒWounded PeaceÓ doves that appear to
have just landed after a long flight. 
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Nall biography
Nall, a modern day Renaissance man, has created extraordinary works of art for almost 50 years. A multi-talented fine artist, he has traveled the

world, studying diverse cultures and exploring art, architecture and indigenous craft. Although classically trained, Nall is not a conventional artist who
follows tradition regarding the use of media, style or subject. He has followed his own path which led him to remote locations in North Africa, India,
the Middle East, South America and Mexico, but always brought him back to his roots in Alabama. A recent New York City retrospective exhibition
of his work included finely detailed drawings from his ÒAlice in WonderlandÓ series, remarkable botanical paintings and prints, complex mosaics,
graphite portraits encased in elaborate frames, intricate line engravings and masterful watercolors. In addition to fine art, this exceptional artistÕs
talents extend to commissions in set and costume design, porcelain, glassware, jewelry, and a recent series of official postage stamps for the
principality of Monaco.

This contemporary artist is inspired by paintings from the 16th century, surrealism, fauvism, impressionism, psychedelic art, Huichol art, Japanese
wash drawings and even the geometric forms in Alabama quilts and MondrianÕs compositions. As a young man, Nall spent seven years in Paris where
he was greatly influenced by his mentor and friend, Salvador Dali.  His artistic and cultural experiences motivated Nall to express himself through
traditional and non-traditional media. The combination of NallÕs incredible talent as a draftsman and his creative genius allowed him to produce a
diverse body of work ranging from symbolic imagery depicting the dark side of humanity to the beauty found in natural landscapes and botanica
subjects. No matter what the subject, his work always leaves the viewer with a memorable impression.

A native of Troy, Alabama, Nall was a natural talent and showed a predisposition to art and drawing from an early age.  He graduated from the
University of Alabama with degrees in Art, Political Science and Psychology and his entrance into the art scene began as a student at LÕEcole dŽs
Beaux Arts in Paris. Salvador Dali, under whose guidance Nall studied, advised him to ÒDraw from life, draw again and againÉÓ  Nall has been
following this recommendation ever since. However, drawing was only one form of creative expression for Nall; he needed many outlets to express
himself completely. His career as a painter and master engraver flourished and he published many of his engravings. Nall also trained apprentices in
the fine art of printmaking. Currently, Nall creates his prints and artwork in several studios including the location he purchased in Vence, France, which
was originally the studio of Dubuffet.

Several books have been published on the artistÕs work and career, including Nall Ð Technique and Symbol, by Michael Pastor, the most
important collector of contemporary art from Monaco. Written by Alain Renner, art expert of SothebyÕs Monte-Carlo and Paris, the book was
launched in conjunction with NallÕs two solo shows in Gstaad, Switzerland and succeeded by a major exhibition of his botanical drawings at the Natural
History Museum in Paris. After exhibits in New Orleans, Atlanta, Birmingham, Memphis, Miami and Washington DC, Nall returned to The University
of Alabama as an artist in residence. His presence there correlated with his retrospective exhibit hosted by the university. He offered students the
opportunity to apprentice at his on-campus studio and was awarded a Doctorate Honoris Causa. In the same period of time, he created N.A.L.L.
(Nature, Art and Life League) Art Association and the Nall Foundation, both supporting and providing opportunities for visual artists, writers and
musicians.

As a multi-cultural artist, Nall is currently contributing to projects all over the world. In addition to his home in Alabama, he has designed the
architecture of his residences in Italy, France and Monaco. In the summer of 2005 Nall created the costumes and set layouts for PucciniÕs ÒLa Fanciulla
del WestÓ for the debut in Tuscany, Italy. He was commissioned by H.S.H. Prince Albert II of Monaco to create two monumental flower mosaics for
the Grimaldi Forum in Monte Carlo.  These two large-scale works will be featured on the official Monaco postage stamps in December 2005.  Under
the guidance of The Birmingham Museum of Art and with the aid of the Alabama State Council on Arts and the Montgomery Museum of Fine Art,
Nall organized a traveling exhibition, ÒAlabama ArtÓ, which includes the work of 13 Alabama Artists.  The book, which accompanies this exhibition,
published by Black Belt Press, won the Mary Ellen Lopresti ARLIS/Southeast Publishing Award for ÒBest Art BookÓ in the Southeastern USA.  His
two porcelain patterns, ÒTusciaÕs RosesÓ and ÒMediterranean GoldÓ, produced by R. Haviland & C. Parlon of Limoges, France, have been exhibited
at the Chateau de Bagatelle, Neuilly, France, the Caroussel du Louvres in Paris, as well as several international porcelain fairs in Stuttgart and in New
YorkÕs Porcelain MakerÕs Fair.  The Arts and Crafts Museum in New York City presented his Murano glassware in a group show entitled ÒMurano
MemoriesÓ.  

The Head of the Franciscan order for the World commissioned Nall to complete a monumental project representing the 52 Stations of the Cross
of Humanity by the summer of 2006. This huge project has garnered worldwide attention and will also include the creation of three large-scale frame
installations, all to take place at Saint Francis Basilica in Assisi. 

NallÕs work is in numerous museums and private collections worldwide, including the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston, which acquired several of
NallÕs line engravings for their permanent collection.  His entire series of line engravings is being acquisitioned by the MusŽe des Beaux Arts, Nice,
whose collection includes etchings by Goya, Daumier and DŸrer.  A traveling museum exhibition of NallÕs botanical work will tour several cities in
the United States, organized in collaboration with the Westwood Gallery in New York.
